Robert (Bob) Eugene DeBolt of Jenks, Oklahoma went to his heavenly home
on Tuesday, July 31, 2012 at the age of 80.

He attended schools in
Oklahoma and graduated from Webster High School in 1949. In 1952 he was
drafted into the United States Army and was honorably discharged September
of 1954.
